Battling for home-ice advantage in the opening round of the playoffs, the Kings have struggled somewhat of late. A matchup with the Stars should give them a good chance to get back on track. Los Angeles went 13-2-1 from Jan. 14-March 2, but have since dropped three of four. The Kings managed to pick up a point in their last game, a tough  3-2 overtime loss at Chicago on Wednesday. Los Angeles went 10-2-1 in the last 13 meetings with the Stars, winning five of six visits to the American Airlines Center and both this season. The Kings improved to 4-0 against Dallas in 2009-10 with a 5-1 road victory last Tuesday. The Stars have lost of four of five and are not in playoff position, but open a crucial six-game homestand Friday. Turco, though, has gone 1-3-0 with a 4.66 GAA in his last four games, making just 17 saves in the defeat to Los Angeles. He has posted a 4.01 GAA in losing his last two meetings with the Kings.
